1.  HOMOGENEOUS (ho-mo-JEEN-ee-us) adj. – the same throughout; 

      consistent; uniform

· Sounds like:  home of genius

· Picture:  A genius is being studied by a team of scientists.  They’re trying 

to determine if anything about her home life has contributed to her amazing 

mental abilities.  When they arrive they find that the home is remarkably 

consistent:  all rooms are exactly the same size; the walls are the same color,

 and every piece of furniture is the same height and style.  In addition, the 

light bulbs are all 75 watts; the air is always at 70 degrees, and every book 

in the house has exactly 384 pages.  “Hmmmm,” says one of the scientists, 

“maybe the home of a genius needs to be homogeneous.”

· Other forms:  homogeneousness (noun); homogeneously (adv.)
· Sentence:  If you add chocolate syrup to a glass of milk and stir, you’ll get a homogeneous mixture.
2.  MINUTE (my-NOOT) adj. - very small in size

· Looks like:  my newt

· Think of:  A newt, which is a small salamander.  A young boy is holding out 

his hand and saying to his older sister, “This is my newt.”  The sister, 

looking at the tiny spot on his hand, thinks he said, “This is minute!”

· Other forms:  minuteness (noun)
· Connect with: Minutiae, which means minor details.

· Sentence:  A deer tick is minute, and can barely be seen on the skin.
3.  SLOUGH (SLUFF) - verb – discard; cast off; shed

· Rhymes with: stuff

· Picture:  The “Slough and Stuff Clinic,” where snakes go to donate 

their old skin (which they slough off).  Other less fortunate snakes 

come by to be matched up with the old skins and then stuffed into them. 

         (Says one of the sloughers on his way out:  “Hey, if the dinosaurs had 

    recycled, who knows?”)

· Sentence:  The old dog sloughed off a thick coating of dried mud, then ran into the lake.
