SET B SAT WORDS: LESSON 16

1. CULPABLE (CULP-uh-bull) adj. – guilty; blameworthy

· Sounds like:  gulpable

Picture:  A boy has done something wrong and is being questioned by his mother. He swallows hard, making a “gulp” sound.

· Other forms:  culpability (noun); culpably (adv.)
· Connect with: culprit
· Sentence: He was found to be culpable and was fined.
2. GARRULOUS (GAIR-uh-luss) adj. – very talkative; loquacious

· Sounds like:  Gary loose

· Think of: A talkative man named Gary Loose Lips. Gary’s lips are so loose; he can’t stop talking for a second. Gary is wearing a pair of low gray shoes, which are also talking (remember LOQUACIOUS). 

· Other form:  garrulity (noun) 

· Sentence: Paul was garrulous, so he was a natural choice to be the spokesperson.

3. GENIAL (JEE-nee-ul) adj. – friendly; gracious; kind

· Sounds like:  Genie Al

· Picture:  A Genie named Al has just come out of his bottle.  He is extremely friendly and accommodating, wanting very much to please everyone around him. 

· Other form:  geniality (noun)
· Sentence:  I try to be genial, but my natural grouchiness inevitably comes through.
