1. CONFOUND (kon-FOUND) verb – to mix up (in your own mind); or, to confuse someone   else

· Looks like:  gun found

· Picture:  A detective is investigating a murder.  The victim was found in a windowless room, the door locked from the inside.  The murder weapon, a gun, is found inside a locked cabinet, along with the keys to both the door and the cabinet itself.  “I’m confounded,” admits the detective.  “How did this happen?”

2. RAMPANT (RAMM-pent) adj. - unrestrained; widespread

I said two!”  (Looking on, one anteater says to the other:  “And you were worried 

about the food on this cruise.”)

3. TRUCULENT (TRUK-yoo-lent) adj. –aggressive; savage; cruel

· Sounds like:  truck you lent

· Picture:  Two men fleeing from a dump truck that’s about to run them down.  One of the men lent the truck to the cruel driver.
