1.  MARRED (MARD) adj.- spoiled, scratched, blemished

· Looks like:  Mars

· Picture:  The surface of Mars, which is pitted with craters.

· Other form:  mar (verb)
· Sentence:  The new table arrived on time, but was marred by scratches 
dents.

2.  SUSTAIN (suh-STANE) verb - support; nurture; take on

· Looks like:  Sue Stain

· Picture:  Sue Stain is the best stain remover in town.  Everyone calls Sue whenever they have a stain they can’t get out, because she does so much more than just remove stains.  Sue offers emotional support, sustaining the family through the ordeal.  She provides physical strength, as well, often sustaining the weight of a car while cleaning an oil stain on the driveway.  Sue Stain has sustained many injuries while doing her job, yet she has somehow sustained a love for her work.

· Other forms:  sustenance (noun); sustaining, sustainable (adj.)
· Sentence:  During times of tragedy, many people are sustained by their religious faith.
3.  VESTIGE (VESS-tijj) noun - something left behind; a visible trace or evidence of 

       something that has vanished

· Sounds like: vest itch

· Picture:  A man suffering from the itch left behind by his wool vest.

· Other forms:  vestigial (adj.)
· Note:  Vestige is often used to refer to minor organs in the human body whose functions are not known.

· Sentence:  The last vestiges of winter melted away today.
